The undersigned affiant being duly sworn, depcses and says.

THAT: 1. Deiective Sergeant Michael R O'Brien, am now and have been since Sepiember
1987 & full Tme police oficer 1n e Town of Brookfield, naving been promoted to Sergeanl in
January 2004 and to Detective Sergeant in April 2009, During this time | have conducted
numercus criminai and motor vehicle investigations that have led o arrests and convictions.
The facts and circumstances listed herein are the resuits of my own investigation as well as
those of other officers who have made known to me fhe resulls of their mvestigations.

THAT: On 10/20/09 this affiant was informed by Brookfield Poiice Major James Purcell (badge
#102) that the un'on of dispatchers and other town employees had reported to him an
accounting irregularity with the union’s books. The union (IFPTE local 135,) represented by
anion president Michael Booher and vice-president Sheree Tucker, was concerned that
former president Douglas W, Fisher had impraperiy written numerous checks to himself whiie
nresident. Booher and Tucker had discovered a fotal of tweive questicnable checks draws
on the account at People's United Bank (account _ in the name "Brooekficld
Federation of Municipal Employees"), written between December 2000 and January 2007,
totaling $5411. There weas also one guestionable withdrawal ticket on 9/15/08, tor the sum of
§2800. The total amount of missing funds is $8211. The signature on each of the tweive
checks was Dougtlas Fisher's, as was the endorsement on the back of each of the twelve
checks. The signatures were compared to Douglas Fisher's signature on his Connecticut
operator's license {obtained via blowback photo from the Connecticut Department of Motor
Vehicles) ang the signatures were found to be a visual match.

THAT: On 10/21/09 this affiant met with iFPTE local 136 union president Michaei Booher.
Booher provided copies of the questionable checks (front and back}, along with various
other documents related to the union's books. Bocher stated the union’s records were
ncamplete, but by going through what they had he nad neen able to discoyer a number of
irregular and suspicious items. Booher sald the first imegular event he noticed was an
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The undersigned affiant, being duly sworn, deposes and says:

over-the-counter withdrawal on 9/15/09 for $2800. The withdrawal ticket had been signed by
Douglas Fisher, and a cashier's check was purchased by Fisher for $2800 on the same day,
made out to "Choice Tickeis" for tickets 0 @ New York Yankees game. Booher stated there is
no legitimate reason for the union president to be writing himself checks; the only exception
ha could think of would be a check the president wrote ¢ reimburse nimsalf for valid
union-refated expenses, and any such reimbursement checks would have to be

accompanied by a receipt. Booher also stated that Stephanie Kulowiec was the union's
treasurer during part of the time oeriod in guestion, but that she was out of work for an
extended period of time for medical reasons. Dunng her absence Fisher tock over the
checking account,

THAT: On 10/29/09 this affiant spoxe with Doug Fisher in the getective sergeant's oftice at the
solice department. Fisher had worked day shitt (0700 - 1500 heours) that day and the meeting
did not take place until afler his shift. This affiart told Fisher that the union had filed &
complain: with the police department about some irregularities in the union's checking
account. Fisher did not seem {o be surprised. it was made very ciear fo Fisher that he was
not required to be here and was not reguired lo make arny stalement. This affiant explained

to Fisher that e (Fisher) was not working rich! now and was not being ordered or told (o
aliend this meeting or make eny statement. Fisher said he understood all that and did not
mind talking with this atflant.

THAT: Fisher was told that there were 2 number of unusual transactions with the union’s
checking account af People's United Bank, stariing m late November 2005, Fisher said that he
didn't know about that and needed o see the individual transaction delails. He was shown

a number of the transaction details and he said that all of those checks that he wrote to
himself or o "cash” were written to reimburse him for regular union expenses that he had paid
out of his own pocket. Fisher said that he and his accountant, Anthony DiCaprio, had

already (in May 2007) been through the union’s books and had provided the union with
receipts for ail expenditures. Fisher said he would get with DiCaprio and obtain copies of all
the receipts in order to clear up any confusion in this matter. Fisher was also asked about a
deposit into the unjon’s account on 3/11/08 in the amount of $3325. Fisher said that he had
recelved a check, made out to "Douglas Fisher”, from the national union, which was
reimbursement to the local union for overpayment of union dues. The national union was
returning the overpayment to the local union and had made out the check to Fisher |
nersonally, instead of to the local union. Fisher said he cashed the check {af the Savn?gs
Bank of Danbury, where he had a personal account} and immediately obiained a cashier's
check with the monay; he then deposited the cashier's check into the union’s account at
Pepple’s Bank. Fisher was asked why the national union had sen: the che_:f;k to vim (and had
made it out to him as "payec”) and he said he didn't know. Fisher also said he conducted a
number of transactions that day {3/11/08} at the Savings Bank of Danbury and that there

should be additional records.

THAT: Fisher then wrote part of a statement, and when he said he was cone this affiant wrote
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AFFIDAVIT

The undersigned affiant,being duly sworn, deposes and says:

some questions an the second page and then wrote in his (Fisher's) answers. Fisher read over
the statement carefully prior to signing in order to make sure this affiant had correctiy quoted
his answers. Fisher said the statement was accuraie he signed the statement atfter reacing

the notice at the bottom of the page.

THAT: in the statement taken on 10/28/09, Fisher wrote that, in regards to the money shortage
for the IFPTE union of approximately $8100, he had already turned ir: ali related paperwork in
Mav of 2007 to the current treasurer. Fisher alse wrote that at no time was he invoived with
an§ wrongdoing or in the taking of money for himself from union. In his statement Fisher also
repeated that the deposil he made into the union's checking account of 3/11/08 (for $3325)
was from a check sent to him by the national union to reimburse Local #1306 for overpayment
of dues. Fisher wrote that the over-the-counier withdrawal on 8/15/08 for 32800 was not
supposed 1o have been taken from the union’s account and should have been taken from
~nother account into which several employees had been pooling thelr money in order 10

huy tickets for 2 New York Yankees game. Fisher aiso wrote in the slatement that sl ¢ the
checks he wrote to himseif were for reimbursement of legitimate DUSINESS expenses, and that
accountant Anthany DiCaprio in Danbury has all recerds and receipts reigied (o those
checks. After completing the swom written statement Fisher read 1t over carefully and signed
+ Fisher tald this affiant he would obiain all the corresponding receipts for the checks he
wrole as union president and would provide them Dy 11/10/09.

THAT: Eollowing the meeling with Fisher this affiant spoke again with the complainant, IFFTE
local #136 union oresident Michael Booher. Booher was told about Fisher's claims that
accountant Amthdny DiCaprio has all pertinent receipts for the expenditures Fisher made
while in contro! of the union's bank account. Booher provided a printed emait from Gregory
1 Junemann President, international Federation of Professionals & Technical £ngineers
(IFPTE). The email was dated 10/7/09 and was originaily sent to Dee Gorezyea, International
Q::presentative, IFPTE. who then forwarded the message to Michae: Beoher. Junenmann
wrote that he hac directed Barbara Camens of the law firm Barr & Camens to contact
Anthony DiCaprio of AD Tax Prep in Danbury, CT, to inquire about the status of hig reuigw of
the Brookfield chapter's financial records. Ms. Camens informed Junemann that DiCaprio
acsered he does not have any financial records from the Local or the Brookfieid chapter.
According to DiCaprio, he was asked to co some bookkeeping work for the Broolgfield_ -
chapter some years ago, but was never able to do so because the recqrds were insufficient
or incomplete. The body of the email ends with the sentence, '_‘P}ease mfo,rm.those'z who need
to know that Mr. DiCaprio has denied having any of the Brookfield chapter's financiat

records.”

THAT- Fisher did not produce any of the requestet cocuments on 111 0:’09.. This affiant spoke
with Eisher several times over the folowing five weeks. and each time he said that he was i
the process of compiling the documents, with the assistance of his accountant, Anthony ’
DiCaprio. On 12/22/09 this affiant called Fisher's home at appmmmatefy 092Q hours gnd left &
message asking him to call back. Approximately an hour later Fisher left a voice mail in

The undersigned affiant,being duly sworn, deposes and says:

which he stated he was on his way io the Savings Bank of Danbury to pick up some of the
documents in guestion. This affiant called him back and left another message asking Fisher
to bring in ali receipts and documents he has as soon as possible. On 12/24/09 at
approximately 0820 hours Fisher came to the police depariment to drep off some documents
ne had collecled. The documents consisted of cancelled checks (copies of which the
complainant had already provided to this affiant) and two sets of six-page printed statements
(with no account number identifiers printec on any page) that Fisher said were from two of his
three personal accounts at the Savings Bank of Danbury. Fisher provided the account
Aumher for one of his three personal accounts; that account number was (R \When
asked for the other two account numbers and Fisher said he wouid provide them shorly.
Sisher later provided a second account number, 80806167, o cid not provice the third
account number. When Fisher was asked if he had any receipts, specifically the receipts rie
claimed wouid show that every time he wrote a check from the union account to himseli it
was for reimboursement of a valid expense, Fisher said he didn't have any of those receipts.
He also stated that he had given an envelope ful of them to Stephanie Kulowiec in the first
half of 2007 when she took over again as the union’s treasurer. Fisher said that the anion
should have them and said again that zccountant Anthony DiCaprio had coliected al of

those receipts for him in 2007 before he turned them over 1o Kuiowiec. Fisher also providecd a
shone number for DiCaprio (263-727-8227) and asked that this affiant caill and speak with
him.

THAT: O 1/13/10 tris affiant spoke with accountant Anthony DiCapnc on the telephone.
DiCaprio stated that Fisher had come to him in 2006 or 2007 and askec him to "put toge‘f:her
some rurnbers" regarding the union's account. However, Fisher was never able to provide
the documentation and information that DiCaprio required in order 1o do any of the work, so
he (DiCaprio) returned what records Fisher had provided shortly thereafter. DiCaprio siated
that he does not have any records or copies of records pertaining to Doug Fisher or to the
Lnion's aceount. DiCaprio also statad that he had spoken with Fisher "a couple of weeks
ago"” when Fisher called him to ask if anyone had been in touch with him about this matfer.

THAT: On 1/15/10 this affiant took a swom written statement from IFPTE local £136 union
sresident Michael Booher in which he related that he took over as the unjon president in July
2009 At that time he requested from cutgeing president Douglas Fisher any union-related
materials. such as banking information. Booher advised Fisher that the union wouid be
operning a new checking acceunt and Fisher said he would get "all the records” from the
accountant in Danbury {Anthony DiCaprio.} Alter approximately six weeks Fisher provided
Booher with a copy of the union’s banking recorcs from 2006 to 2009, When Booher
examined the (incomplete) records the first thing he noticed was an over the cour}ter
withdrawal for $2800. Booher also noted that afier closing the old account the union anty
had $3300 with which to open the new account. 1o reviewing the records provi‘ded by rFisher,
Rooher saw that the checking account balance in December 2005 was approximately

$11 000. Boocher then met with union vice-president Sheree Tucker (who took office at the
came time as Booher) and they asked People’s United Bank for a copy of the over the

The undersigned affiant being duly sworn, deposes and says:

counter withdrawal for $2800. When they received the documents from People’s Unitec
Bank they saw that the withdrawal ticket was for Douglas Fisher and was accompanied by &
cashier's check {for $2800} written to "Choice Tickets". There was no mention of this
transaction in the union minutes and no other record of it at all. At that time Booher looxed
more ciosely af the checkhoox transaction iedger {(which corsisted of handwritlen notes
entered hy whomever wrote the checks) and. after seeing several unusuai checks ne
requested copies of these from People’'s United Bank, since Fisher had told him all of the
LURioR's records were still with the accountant in Danbury. Booher saw that one of the checks
i guestion was written for $1250 and another for $1735; Booher did not believe aither of these
checks were for legitimate expenses. Bocher also related that he met with the pres:cent of
the police urion in Brookfield, Brooklicld Palice Denartment Youth Officer Gary Gramiling, to
discuss this matier. Booher contacted the regicnal union represeniative to inform him of the
accounting difficulties he had uncovered. The union representative intorrmed Booner that
they (the regional union office} had requested information from Fisher but he had not
nrovided anything to them. Booher then met with Brookfield Police Major James Purcell
regarding this matter. With Purcell’'s assistance they was able {0 sort the records inlo a more
easily followed report. Boeher noticed a deposit of "over $3300" put into the union’s
checking account from the Savings Bank of Danbury {which is where F.sher has his persanal
cneckin;} accoun:.) Bocher asked Fisher about the deposit and Fisher told him it was
reimbursement from the reg'oral urion for overpayment of dues. Booher checked with the
regioral union and was informed they would definitely not have wriilen any “overpayment
reimbursemant” check to an individuat and that they had net done 50 in this case with
Douglas Fisher: if there had been a check for reimbursement of dues overpayment, any such
cheé‘k would have been made out to the local union. However, there had been no such
"overpayment reimbursement” to IFPTE Local #136. Booher verbally added that he believed
the $3325 deposi: was Fisher's atternpt o return some of lhe stolen money betore anyone

noticed it was missing.

THAT: Cn 1/22/10 a search warrant was served on the Savings Bank of Danbury at 35 West
Street in Danbury, for any and all accounts (open and closed) bearing signatory authcrity of
Douglas Fisher, including account numbers e WP /nother search warrant
was served on the Peopie's United Bank at 850 Main Street in Bridgeport, for records related to
the union's checking account there (account /S Cn 2/9/10 this affiant wenl o

the Savings Bank of Danbury and picked up four sets of bank recprds. There are four
personal accounts for whicn Douglas Fisher has signatory authority {(savings accou:}t
AP s:vings account SN checking account b and checking
sccount YAuNIID) as well as a fifth account (checking account /P (o ‘Brookfield
Housing Authority, 3 Brooks Quarry Road. Brockfield. CT 08804). The statements fqr acqount
s'u_;mbers-(savings account) and (NP (checking account) were combined into *
ane statement each month, so there were a fotal of four sets of bank records. The tour sets ot
hank records were entered into evidence and the return portion of the search warrant was
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The undersigried affiant,being duly sworn, deposes and says:

THAT: On 3/9/10 this affiant received a package in the mail from People's United Bank. The
nackage contained the records for the union's checking account (NN, The bank
records were entered into evidence and the return portion of the search warrant was
completed.

THAT: On 3/10/10 this affianl I'nished examining the records from the union’s cnecking
account at People’s United Bank. The twelve suspicious checks identified by Booher from the
sartial and incompete bank records availabie to him were oniy a smali percentage of the

ictal The records seized under the avthority of the search warrant showed hat between
10/12/05 and 3/12/07 there were a total of one hundred three (103) checks signed by

Douglas Fisher that were made cuf 10 "D, Fisher”, "Doug Fishe", "Douglas F:sher”, or "Cash”.
Cne hundred two {102) of those checks were alse endorsed on the back Jy Douglas Fisher.
Ore of lhose checks was signed by Douglas Fisher but the endorsement on the back was
unreadable. The signatures and endorsements are a visual match to Douglas Fisher's
sicnature on his Connecticut operator's license (obtained via blowbdack from the Departmenrt

of Motor Vehicles.) Tae 103 checks were for a total of $14,430.27 and were writlen hetween
1012105 and 3/12/07. There was aiscan over-the-counter withdrawal siip (property
#10-187-PR} dated 9/15/08 and signed by Douglas Fisher for a cash withdrewa! of $2800. The
toral amount of funds stolen by Douglas Fisher from the check'ng account of IFPTE Local #136

is 517,285 21,

THAT: With regards to the $§3325 deposit Fisher made inte the uanion's cnecking account on
3/11/08. Fisher stated (in the interview ort 10/28/09) that he received a check, made out to
"Douglas Fisher”, from the national union that was reimbursement to IFPTE local #136 for
overpayment of dues. Fisher stated he cashed that check, then purchased a cashier's check
for $3325 and deposited thal inte the union's checking account. An exarmmnation of Fisher's
nank records from the Savings Bark of Danbury {(where Fisher stated he cashed the cneck)
does not show any deposit of $3325 in either the days preceding 3/11/08, or on 3/11/08. The
hank records for Fisher's savings account (AN show a deposit (from "CT tax refund”) of
$1311 on 3/10/08, and a deposit {from "C&S Specialty”) of $10,370 on 3/7/08. The records also
show a withdrawal of $5000 on 3/11/08, which s consisient with Mickael Booher's statement
that he helieves Fisher's deposit of $3325 into the union account on 3/11/08 was an attermpt

by Fisher to replace some of the money Fe had stolen from the union’s account with money

taken from his own personal account.

THAT: On 4/1/10 this affiant met with Fisher in the detective sergeant’s office al 1500 hours.
Fisher had worked day shift in the dispatch center at the nolice department that day. F.isher
was again told he did not have to mest with this affiant or give @ statement. The intemewr
lasted for approximately ninety mmutes, during which time Fisher was asked about the 103
~hecks he had written to himself, using the union’s checking account, from Oclober 2005 o
March 2007. Fisher initially claimed that the 103 checxs were wrilten to reimburse himsell after

using his perseonal debit card to pay union-related expenses. Fisher stated that he would use

his personal debit carc at such places as Staples, Office Max, and Whisconier Florist necause

none of those places would accept a check from the "Brookfield Federation of Municipal
Empioyees” because Fisher's name was not on the cneck. Fisher claimed that he woulc use

his personal debit card and then go to the bank and write himseilf a check to as

re‘mbursement for the union expense. Fisher stated that there are receipts somewhere for
some of those checks. After several denials, Fisher did admit that some of those checks were
written simply for the money, and were not inrefation to or reimbursement ior, any legiimate
union business expenses. Fisher stated that he has a part time job selling tire apparatus anc
ambulanaes, and that his part ime employer has withheld approximately 315,000 in business
exnense reimbursements and $28,000 in commissions from Fisher. Fisher stated he is currently
engaged in 2 civil suit against his part time employer in an attempl to recover the monies
owed to him. Some of the money he took from the union {by writing checks o himself on the
union's checking account) was to cover the expenses he had alreacy paid for anc had not
heen reimbursed for by his part time employer. Fisher aiso szid that he intended to pay back
‘he money he took from the union, and that he would pay back "any amount of funds” that

“e and the union agreed to. Fisher said he does not know how many of the 103 ci

eCcxs he

wrate to himself were for reimbursement of legitimate expenses and how many were sinply
to "borrow” morey fram the unior. He also staled he does not know now much of ihe

$-7 285 21 was "borrowed" by him and how much was for legitimate expenses. Fisher
repealed his earlier claim that accountant Antnony LiGaprio it Danbury had receipts that
showed “most’ of the 103 checks Fisher wrote to himself were reimbursements for legitimate
union expenses. After Fisherwas toid that this affiant had spoken with D:Caprio and that
DiCaprio denied ever having possessed any such receipts, Fisher cla:med he had given all
those receipts 1o Stephanie Kulowiec and that the union now has them ail. Wher Fisher was
rformed the union has already turnad over alt of the documents and recorcs they possessed
to this affiant, and that there were no receipts among those documents, Fisher stated ne

waould try to find them himseif.

THAT: During the interview, this affiant asked Fisher if he would agree that there is really no
egitimate reason for a union president to he writing himself checks using the union’s
checkbook and Fisher agreed that was true. He was also asked if he wouid agree ihat, even
if some receipts do exist for some of the checks he wrote, if is simmply impossible that he spent
nore han seventeen thousand dollars on stamps, envelopes, paper, and other legitimate
expenses in an eighteer-month period. Fisher said there were other expenses, such as
gasoline for his car, but he agreed that the total for legitimate union expenses would be far

less than seventeen thousand dollars.

THAT: After the interview Fisher agreed tc provide a sworn written statement. He mentioned
that his handwriting is poar and so this affian: had Fisher narrate his statement while it was
heing typed for him on the computer, Fisher indicated that having this a_fféant type the
statement while he (Fisher) dictated it would be fine. In the statement Fisher related ihat
during the time he was president of Brookfield Local IFPTE 136-12 he wrote "some checks™ 1o

cover expenseas hel

vad from his part tme employer. Because his part ime empioyer did not

oay him the money he was supposed to, Fisher was unable to return the maoney from the

THAT: After Fisher finished diciating his statement it was printed and Fisher was asked to read
it out loud to make sure it was complete and accurate. Fisher read the statement out loud

andd said it was conplete and accurate. Fisher was advisec that making a faise staterrent

was a orime and Fisher initialed the approoriate line on the statement 0 indicate he
urderstood. Fisher then signed the statement and shortly thereafter (at approximately 1630
nodars) Fisher left the police department in his own vehicie.

THAT: On 41220 whis affiant examined Fisher's bank records again, looking 1o confirm ar refute
vis claim that he wolrd use his personal debit card for unicn-related cxpenses and then wrile
himself a check on the union's account o reimburse himself for the expense. This affiant
sund 10 debil casd withdrawals or ATM withdrawals malching any of the checks writlen Dy
Fisher on the union's account. The search warrant served on the Savings Bank of Danbury
was for any and all accounts, open or closed, bearing signatory authority of Dougias Fisher,
and was for the time period 11/1/05 through 9/30/08. There were no records of checking
AcCcouUNis open untib account - which was opened on 3/13/08, ard account

) which was opened on 8/29/08. There was a savings account ©= )
apened on 4/28/06, and another savings account (4 c-cned on 3/73/08. Fisher
siated he has had all of tis personal accounts at the Savings Bank of Danbury since long
hefare 2005 bt there s no record of a checking account (which would have an attached
cebit card) untit 3/13/08 at the earliest. During the time period tor which there are checking
~coount recards, there were no matching debits in Fisher's personal account that mafched
similarly datecd checks written by Fisher on the union's checking account.

THAT The examination of Fisher's accounts did show that on four separate occasions there
were debits on Fisher's savings account R c=ch one listed as "returned check”,
that exactly matched checks Fisher wrote to himself on the union account. Fisher's personal
savings account at the Savings Bank of Danbury (account 4R s ow an account
debit laheled returned check™ on 11/29/06 for $235.00; another “returned check” account
